The work of using fabric to line Buddhist sutra scrolls and hanging scrolls
with Buddhist images was introduced from China along with Buddhism. The
technique developed in Kanazawa along with the spread of Buddhism and
the tea ceremony, and Kanazawa, along with Kyoto and Tokyo, is one of the
three places where the craft of scroll lining is practiced. The technique is
now used for restoration of cultural assets and for order-made products.

The Japanese umbrella originated in the Edo period, and
developed in the Meiji and Taisho periods, when there were 118
umbrella shops in Kanazawa. The Kanazawa umbrella is made of
local moso bamboo and mulberry bark. Its center is strengthened
by a lining of four layers of paper, and the edge is reinforced by
dual or triple stitches. It is produced in March, when the
temperature and humidity are ideal for paper processing.
